FACTORY FRONT BAR REMOVAL

1. Raise the vehicle off the ground and support it with the
appropriate safety stands. Note: Never work
underneath a vehicle that is not safely supported
with the correct safety equipment.

3. Remove the bolts that secure the metal cover, then,
remove the cover. (See Photo 2)

2. Begin by removing the clips, bolts and plastic rivets that
secure the plastic splash guard, then, remove the
splash guard. (See Photo 1)
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1. Apply some of the provided lube to the inside of the new
Eibach bushings, then, Install the new bushings onto the
Eibach bar as shown. (See Photo 5)

4. Remove the nuts that secure the OE end links to the
ends of the OE stabilizer bar on both sides of the
vehicle. (See Photo 3) Note: The end links will be
reused to install the Eibach front bar.

5. Loosen and remove the bolts that secure the OE
bushing brackets to the subframe, then remove the OE
bar. (See Photo 4) Note: The OE brackets will be
re-used to install the new Eibach front bar.

2. Install the new Eibach bar into the vehicle using the OE
bushing brackets, then, secure the end links to the lower
control arm using the OE hex nuts.
